El Ayuntamiento presenta recurso de reposicion
contra el trazado de la CV-95

El Ayuntamiento de San Miguel de Salinas ha decidido interponer recurso de reposicion ante
la Direccion General de Obras Publicas de la Generalitat Valenciana, contra el trazado de la
CV-95 (la autovia de la costa), por considerar que lesiona gravemente los intereses del
municipio e implica la expropiacion de amplias parcelas de tierra fértil, ademas de cruzar el
territorio de San miguel dividiéndolo en dos partes.

La decision de recurrir (accion para la que se dispone de un mes de plazo desde el pasado 30
de marzo, dia en que se publico el trazado en el Diario Oficial de la Generalitat Valenciana)
ha partido de la comision de seguimiento integrada por todos los grupos politicos municipales
y la asociacion de afectados, unidos en la defensa de los intereses generales y para presionar
a las administraciones a que negocien con AUSUR e impidan el trazado inicialmente previsto.
La comision, presidida por el alcalde Angel Séez, esta asesorada por diversos gabinetes
juridicos para lograr que el trazado a ejecutar sea la opciéon 3.

La comision se desplazoé la semana pasada a Valencia para entrevistarse con personal de la
Conselleria de Infraestructuras y Obras Publicas y con representantes de los tres partidos
politicos con representacion en las Cortes Valencianas (PP, PSOE e IU), de los que recibieron
el apoyo y el compromiso de hacer llegar sus inquietudes, verbalmente y por escrito, al
presidente Francisco Camps y al conseller José Ramoén Garcia Anton.

“Todos los partidos entendieron nuestros argumentos y los compartieron, por lo que
agradecemos su apoyo y esperamos que esa presion general consiga nuestro objetivo”,
sefala Angel Saez.

The City Hall presents its objections to the proposed
layout of the CV-95

The Town Hall of San Miguel of Salinas is determined to object to the proposed layout of the
CV-95 (la autovia de la costa) before the General Direction of Public Works of the Generalitat
Valencian. It considers that the road will seriously effect the interests of the municipality and
implies the expropriation of extensive plots of fertile land, besides crossing the territory of
San Miguel de Salinas and dividing into two parts.

The decision to take this course of action is forced as The Town Hall has only a time limit of
one month from March 30, the day in which the layout was Publisher in the Official
Newspaper of the Generalitat of Valencian. The Town Hall, having monitored the government
publications, is united on this issue. All the municipal political groups and the association of
tose affected are united in the defense of the general interests and agree to put pressure on
the administrations that negotiate with AUSUR and they object to the layout initially
predicted. The Town Hall commission, presided by the mayor Angel Séez, is assessed by
diverse legal departments to achieve that the layout to execute be the option 3.

Last week The Town Hall commission requested to be interviewed with personnel of the
Conselleria of Infrastructures and Public Works of Valencia and with representatives of the
three political parties with representation in Parliament Valencian (Popular Party, Spanish
Socialist Party and IU), of the ones that they received the support and the commitment to
cause to arrive their anxieties, verbally and in writing, to the president Francisco Camps and
the secretary José Ramoén Garcia Anton.

"All the parties understood our arguments and they share this objection, and we are grateful
for common support in the hope that general pressure obtains our objective", indicates Angel
Saez.
